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2023 FCH Highlights

Childcare Conference was a multi-county event that provided training for people who work in
the childcare industry. Our presenters were from the childcare licensing agency, local experts,
and AgriLife FCH Agents. 29 childcare providers or directors from 6 counties provide care for
881 children enrolled in 12 childcare centers or family day homes. A total of 174 clock hours
were provided to childcare professionals needing to meet state-mandated training requirements
established by the state of Texas.

Food Handler’s is a 2-hour program accredited by the Department of State Health Services,
providing training for front-line food service workers on the basic principles of food safety.
